The municipalities of Haar and Oberhaching forced Hofer and Lidl to 
strengthen and to modernise their existing shops at intra-urban sites; in both 
municipalities the city councils carried motions unanimously (100%):            
not to allow new retailing at the outskirts of town, but to support the extension 
of the old shops in the centers
